
Budget scrutiny on Scottish Government draft budget 
2013-14 
 

Remit 

The Infrastructure and Capital Investment (ICI) Committee is interested in hearing 
your views on the Draft Budget, on issues which fall within its remit. 

The Scottish Government’s Draft Budget 2012-13 was published on 20 September 
2012.  

The ICI Committee’s role is to examine the Scottish Government’s Draft Budget and 
report its findings to the Parliament’s Finance Committee.  

The Committee has agreed to focus its scrutiny on the Government’s spending plans 
for affordable housing, as well as the allocation of funding for active travel.  It will 
however also address more general housing, transport and infrastructure aspects of 
the budget. 

Background information on the Scottish Parliament’s budget scrutiny process can be 
found on the Finance Committee’s webpages. 

Subject committees are required to report their views to the Finance Committee by 
Thursday 15 November 2012, therefore, the deadline for submitting written evidence 
will be tight. Details can be found below.

The Committee invites written evidence on issues within its remit that either relate to, 

or go beyond, the affordable housing and active travel aspects, which will be covered 

in oral evidence. This includes matters relating to: 

 Housing (generally);  

 Transport;  

 Capital investment;  

 Digital infrastructure and broadband;  

 Fuel poverty and energy assistance;  

 Scottish Water; and
